The Acting Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. by stating that in accordance with the provisions of the Ethics Law of the Town of Orchard Park it is incumbent upon any Conservation Board member with a financial or business relationship with any petitioner coming before this Board to disclose this relationship and, if warranted, to recuse him or herself from any matter involving the petitioner. Any petitioner coming before this Board who is a relative of, or has a financial or business relationship with, any officer or employee of the Town of Orchard Park, must disclose the nature and extent of such relationship in accordance with the provisions of the ethics law of the Town of Orchard Park.

The Acting Chairman stated that the Alternate Member, Mr. Bryniarski will be a voting member this evening due to the absence of Mr. Schechter and Mr. Ward.  
APPROVAL OF March 2019 MINUTES: 

Mr. Schichtel made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Long, to APPROVE the March 5, 2019 meeting minutes. 
THE VOTE BEING (4) FOUR IN FAVOR, AND ONE (1) ABSTENTION, THE MOTION IS PASSED.

C.B. File #10-19, 10 Cobham Drive, Cobham Mission Systems Division is requesting to construct a 32,850-sq.ft. parking lot addition, with associated improvements involving landscaping and stormwater management, located north of the existing building and east of the current parking lot, Zoned I-1. Town Board referred to Conservation Board on 4/17/19.  Petitioner is requesting Conservation Board approval of submitted Landscaping Plan.

Mr. Utzig presented and explained both the Parking Lot Expansion and Interior Landscaping plans proposed for this site.  He noted that the Town Green Space requirements have been met, with the island areas located at the perimeter of the parking lot. It was learned that snow removal storage will take place on two adjacent parcels to the west that are owned by Cobham.  Seventy-five (75) new parking spaces will be constructed and that the total Green Space at the site is 54%; the Town requirement is 20%.  The east side of the property has a NYSEG Utility line located here, and the north is planted with trees providing screening for the neighbors from the site.  Mr. Utzig told the members that they have replaced trees that died over the years from snow plowing and salt usage.
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Acting Chairman Jaeger would like a record of the tree replacements made by Cobham for the Town file.


Mrs. Ackerman verified that the site’s proposed Drainage Plan is currently under review by the Town Engineering Department.  



The members discussed the location of the proposed interior landscape islands at length:
⦁
Acting Chair Jaeger stated that he prefers the location of the island areas at the perimeter of the parking lot as shown on the submitted Landscape Plan.  He feels it provides a buffer that screens the parking area. 

⦁
Mr. Schichtel feels the island areas should be located in the interior of the parking lot to break-up the look of the paved area.
⦁
Mr. Bryniarski feels this would be nice too, but, he is fine with the presented plan.
⦁
Mr. Long stated that he likes clear sight lines and uniformity.
⦁
Mrs. Ackerman concluded that she, also, likes the uniformity at the site.  She stated that she is fine with the proposed plan; the Town Green Space regulation is met, and the additional run-off water will be taken care of with the proposed drainage plans.  
Mr. Long made a MOTION, seconded by Mrs, Ackerman, to APPROVE the Landscaping Plan prepared by a NYS licensed Landscape Architect, as submitted on 4/30/19, based on the following conditions and stipulations:
1.
The Total Green Space is 54.00%, and meets the Town Requirement of 20%.

2. 
The Landscaping Value Estimate of $14,900 requires a Certified Check amounting to 50% of the total shall be deposited with the Town Clerk prior to receiving a Building Permit. ($7,450)

3. 
All lighting is to be directed downward toward the site.

4.
Dumpsters or mechanical systems at grade level are to be screened.

5. 
Approval is contingent upon acceptance by the Town Engineering Department.

Upon the completion of the landscape installation the Owner shall provide a Landscape Completion Form (available from the Planning Office or Town’s website) and a statement from a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect indicating that the plant materials have been installed in accordance with the specifications of the approved Landscape Plan. Three-years after the date of Landscape Completion, the Owner shall provide a Landscape Security Release Form (available from the planning office, or online at Town Website) with a statement from a Licensed Landscape Architect indicating the condition of the plant materials specified in the approved Landscape Plan, verifying survival through the three-year guarantee period.

Mr. Geltz presented and explained the project to the members, expressing the Petitioner’s need to construct a 12,000-sq.ft. addition with associated parking for a potential tenant. 

Acting Chair Jaeger noted that the proposed landscaping is located mostly at the rear of the building, and that he does not have any objections to the plan other than it and the Landscape Estimation form need to be reviewed, signed and stamped by a registered NYS Landscape Architect.  He would like the plan to state that the drawing is for a single-tenant occupancy.

The members asked that the Landscape Plan and Landscape Estimation Form be stamped and signed by a registered NYS Licensed Landscape Architect prior to their review.

Mrs. Ackerman made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Jaeger, to TABLE THEIR REVIEW OF THIS ITEM PENDING the RECEIPT OF A STAMPED AND SIGNED SUBMISSION FROM A REGISTERED NEW YORK STATE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT. 

THE VOTE ON THE MOTION BEING FIVE (5) IN FAVOR, THE MOTION IS PASSED.
