The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. by stating that in accordance with the provisions of the Ethics Law of the Town of Orchard Park it is incumbent upon any Conservation Board member with a financial or business relationship with any petitioner coming before this Board to disclose this relationship and, if warranted, to recuse him or herself from any matter involving the petitioner. Any petitioner coming before this Board who is a relative of, or has a financial or business relationship with, any officer or employee of the Town of Orchard Park, must disclose the nature and extent of such relationship in accordance with the provisions of the ethics law of the Town of Orchard Park.

The Chairman stated that the Alternate Member, Mr. Bryniarski will be a voting member this evening due to the absence of the two appointed regular members.  
APPROVAL OF JUNE, 2019 MINUTES:
Mr. Jaeger made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Ward, to APPROVE the June 4, 2019 meeting minutes.
THE VOTE BEING UNANIMOUS, THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES IS PASSED.

The Chairman stated that he is recusing himself from item #1, 310 Sterling Drive.  Mr. Jaeger is the Acting Chairman.
OLD BUSINESS:
1.
C.B. File #19-19, 310 Sterling Drive, located on the North West corner of Sterling Drive and Red Tail Road, Zoned I-1. (SBL#152.19-1-27) Trinity Medical Cardiology to construct an additional row of parking spaces, on the west side of the building and existing parking lot. Requests Conservation Board review and approval of proposed Landscape Plan. (Tabled by Board at their 6/4/19 meeting.)

APPEARANCE:   Mr. Jake Metzger, Metzger Engineering

Mr. Metzger presented and explained the plan that was revised based on the members’ comments at the June meeting.  He noted that they are not removing any plantings; they are adding plantings to the site with interior landscaped islands.  They will construct 14-new parking spaces at the site.  The presented plan has;
⦁   A Landscape Estimation form totaling to $900.
⦁   Is stamped by a New York State Licensed Landscape Architect.
⦁   An Interior Green Space total of 11%.
⦁   A total Green Space for the site of 44%. 

The Board members found the revised plan to be acceptable. 
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Mr.  Ward made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Bryniarski, to APPROVE the Landscaping Plan prepared by a NYS licensed Landscape Architect, as submitted on 6/24/19, based on the following conditions and stipulations:
1.
The Total Green Space is 44.4%, and meets the Town Requirement of the minimum of 20%.
2. 
The Landscaping Value Estimate of $900.00 requires a Certified Check amounting to 50% of the total shall be deposited with the Town Clerk prior to receiving a Building Permit. ($ 450.00)
3.
Dumpsters or mechanical systems at grade level are to be screened.

4.
Any Changes required by the Town Engineering Department or Planning Board which effect the Landscaping shall necessitate further review and approval by the Conservation Board.

5. 
Upon the completion of the landscape installation the Owner shall provide a Landscape Completion Form (available from the Planning Office or Town’s website) and a statement from a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect indicating that the plant materials have been installed in accordance with the specifications of the approved Landscape Plan. Three-years after the date of Landscape Completion, the Owner shall provide a Landscape Security Release Form (available from the planning office, or online at Town Website) with a statement from a Licensed Landscape Architect indicating the condition of the plant materials specified in the approved Landscape Plan, verifying survival through the three-year guarantee period.

THE VOTE BEING UNANIMOUS, WITH ONE ABSTENTION, THE MOTION IS PASSED.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. 
C.B. File #24-19, West Herr Auto, 3552 Southwestern Boulevard, Zoned I-1. (SBL# 161.07-7-2) Expansion of parking lot


APPEARANCE:  Mr. Rob Pidanick, Nussbaumer & Clarke


Mr. Pidanick presented and explained a proposed plan to construct 89-parking spaces at their corporate headquarters for employees, and vehicle storage. He told the members that Town Engineering approval was granted in October 2018, and that the plan does not need to return to them for further review.  The plan has had no changes made to it since that time.  The Town’s Interior Green Space and Total Green Space requirements are met.  The Landscaping Value Estimation form is $26,000.  The licensed, NYS Landscape Architect that prepared the plan is Matt Maddison.


The members reviewed the plan. Mr. Schichtel stated that he likes the plan.


The Chair feels the projects looks good to him.



Mr. Bryniarski stated he likes the plan.



Mr. Ward noted that, although the plan meets the Town requirements, he finds the Landscape Value Estimation form on the “light side” for the value of the trees to be planted.  The Chair established that in Mr. Ward’s professional opinion it does meet the plan.   


The approval process was discussed and Acting Planning Coordinator Remy Orffeo concluded that the Planning Board will review this project at their August 8th meeting. 
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Mr. Jaeger made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Ward, to APPROVE the Landscaping Plan prepared by a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect, as submitted on 5/10/19, based on the following conditions and stipulations:
1.
The Total Green Space is 41 %, and meets the Town Requirement of 20%. 
2. 
The Landscaping Value Estimate of $26,000 requires a Certified Check amounting to 50% of the total shall be deposited with the Town Clerk prior to receiving a Building Permit. ($13,000)
3.     
Dumpsters or mechanical systems at grade level are to be screened.
4.     Approval is contingent upon acceptance by the Planning Board.

5.   
Any changes required by the Town Engineering Department or Planning Board which effect the Landscaping shall necessitate further review and approval by the Conservation Board.
6. 
Upon the completion of the landscape installation the Owner shall provide a Landscape Completion Form (available from the Planning Office or Town’s website) and a statement from a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect indicating that the plant materials have been installed in accordance with the specifications of the approved Landscape Plan. Three-years after the date of Landscape Completion, the Owner shall provide a Landscape Security Release Form (available from the planning office, or online at Town Website) with a statement from a Licensed Landscape Architect indicating the condition of the plant materials specified in the approved Landscape Plan, verifying survival through the three-year guarantee period.

THE VOTE ON THE MOTION BEING UNANIMOUS, THE MOTION IS PASSED.
