Remy Orffeo - Report on C.B. File #09-18, 5245 Murphy Road.
Mr. Orffeo gave an update on where this project is, stating that the Board had conditionally approved the plan.  Revisions based on Board comments were to be made and final approval is based on Mr. Wards’ review.  Mr. Orffeo has spoken with their engineer, however, an updated plan has not been submitted.

C.B. File #34-19, Quaker Lake Terrace Subdivision, 36.4 +/- acres Vacant Land, located at the south end of the existing Quaker Lake Terrace dead-end, bounded on the west by existing single-family homes along Winterhall Road, and on the north along Old Farm Road, and Vacant Land to the south and east, Zoned R-1. (SBL#173.00-1-2.111) Requesting Conservation Board determination regarding Land vs. Fees.

Mr. Wood presented and explained to the Board the proposed plans for a 17-lot, single-family, subdivision to be constructed on approximately 36-acres of vacant land.  Mr. Wood stated that they feel fees should be paid, rather than donating recreation land. Mr. Wood described the wetlands here, noting that there is no advantage for the Town to take the land.


The Board members discussed this and agree fees are desired. 

Mr. Schechter made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Ward to ACCEPT FEES, IN LIEU OF LAND, for this proposed subdivision per the plan presented, this project is located at the south end of the existing Quaker Lake Terrace dead-end, 36.4 +/- acres Vacant Land, bounded on the west by existing single-family homes along Winterhall Road, and on the north along Old Farm Road, and Vacant Land to the south and east, Zoned R-1. 

THE MOTION IS UNANIMOUSLY APPROVED.
2) 
C.B. File #01-2020, Bliss Office Building, 4370 South Taylor Road, located on the west side of South Taylor Road, just north of US Route 20A (Big Tree Road), Zoned I-1. (SBL#172.07-1-6.1) Paul Bliss is requesting to construct a 2-Story, 12,000 gsf Office Building with 44-parking spaces and on-site utility improvements. Conservation Board to review submitted Landscape Plan. (Town Board referred to Board on 1/15/2020.)

Mr. Wood presented and explained the proposed Landscape Plan for this project, noting that the existing residence will be demolished. The site meets all of the Town Green Space Requirements.   


Mr. Ward pointed out that the Landscaping Plan “key” indicates, 12 “AG” Service Berry listed, but they are not shown on the plan. He did see 3 “AC”s on the plan. This needs to be corrected on the plan with regard to quantity and species.  

Mr. Orffeo stated he would like two revised copies submitted.

Mr. Schechter made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Bryniarski, to CONDITIONALLY APPROVE the Landscaping Plan prepared by a NYS licensed Landscape Architect, as submitted on 01/29/2020, based on the following conditions and stipulations:
1.
The Total Green Space is 61.1%, and exceeds the Town     Requirement of 20%. 
2. 
The Landscaping Value Estimate of $16,825 requires a Certified Check amounting to 50% of the total shall be deposited with the Town Clerk prior to receiving a Building Permit. ($8,412.50)
3. 
Dumpsters or mechanical systems at grade level are to be screened.
4.
Approval is contingent upon acceptance by the Planning Board and Town Engineering Department.

Any changes required by the Town Engineering Department or Planning Board which effect the Landscaping shall necessitate further review and approval by the Conservation Board.
6. 

Upon the completion of the landscape installation the Owner shall provide a Landscape Completion Form (available from the Planning Office or Town’s website) and a statement from a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect indicating that the plant materials have been installed in accordance with the specifications of the approved Landscape Plan. Three-years after the date of Landscape Completion, the Owner shall provide a Landscape Security Release Form (available from the planning office, or online at Town Website) with a statement from a Licensed Landscape Architect indicating the condition of the plant materials specified in the approved Landscape Plan, verifying survival through the three-year guarantee period.
7.    Mr. Orffeo will oversee the Final Approval of the revised Landscaping Plan for the correction of the number of trees and the species of the Service Berry as discussed with Mr. Wood.
